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PINK COFFEE: COFFEE, CONCERT, AND A CURE

Coffeehouse concert to benefit local organization supporting those with cancer

(NEWHALL) The aroma of freshly-ground coffeebeans fills the room; relaxing melodies from a local singer-songwriter harmonize with the murmur of women socializing over muffins and coffee. This is a picture of Pink Coffee--a local charity benefit concert, which will be held from 3-6 PM on October 5 at Newhall's Railroad Cafe. 

Hosted by Santa Clarita's own charities Circle of Hope and Peacebeats, Pink Coffee will feature local musicians who desire to make a difference in the community. Abi Ann, Di Lee, and others will showcase their music on the patio of the Newhall cafe, while baristas from the restaraunt make specialty coffee for members of the audience. Funds raised at Pink Coffee will benefit Circle of Hope, a local organization dedicated to helping the women of Santa Clarita whose lives are currently impacted by struggles with breast cancer.

"Anyone can drop in, have a cup of coffee, and make a difference," says Alice Nyquist, founder of Peacebeats. "It's a way for us all to come together to support these women in our community." 

Peacebeats, an organization pending 501(c)3 certification, is a local charity which connects musicians with people in need. The organization was started by Alice Nyquist, a Master's College student from Colorado; according to Alice, the purpose of Peacebeats is simply "to use music to bring communities together and make a difference." Circle of Hope, another Santa Clarita 501(c)3 organization, identifies women in the community fighting breast cancer and provides financial and emotional support to those women. Together, these two organizations hope that Pink Coffee gives women in Santa Clarita a chance to spend a relaxing afternoon while helping those in the community who need support.

Pink Coffee will be held on October 5, at the beginning of National Breast Cancer Awareness Month. According to the American Cancer Society, deaths due to breast cancer have decreased in recent years due to earlier detection and better medical services provided through awareness and fundraising. However, one out of every eight women will still contract and battle with breast cancer during her lifetime.
